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THE WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION,

Concerned by the restriction of global trade created by the use of agricultural subsidies, and

Aware of nations' need to protect the interests of all of their citizens, including those involved in agricultural enterprises, and

Convinced that the reallocation of agricultural subsidies by some nations to encourage the growing of biofuels will provide an initial step toward the abolition of agricultural subsidies in general, and

Believing fully that the lowering of trade barriers such as agricultural subsidies will lead to greater economic prosperity for all nations:

1. ENCOURAGES developed nations to suspend agricultural subsidies on food crops, and to create a new program of subsidies for farmers and corporations who instead grow crops to be used in the production of biofuels;

2. CALLS UPON developing nations to end their program of agricultural subsidy once developed nations' subsidies are reallocated and the food crop market is allowed to become competitive;

3. RECOMMENDS that all nations reduce their overall level of agricultural subsidy by 40% by 2030, or 15 years after the program outlined in the previous two clauses has been carried out, whichever is later.

4. DECIDES to remain actively seized of the matter.
