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THE DISARMAMENT AND INTERNATIONAL SECURITY COMMITTEE,

Deeply aware of the burgeoning illicit trade of small arms and light weapons (SA/LWs) among African States, and its negative impact on the stability of individual states and the region as a whole, and

Saddened by the failure of previous international efforts to stifle the illicit transnational arms trade, and

Convinced that concerted international action and cooperation is the only realistic route to a solution of this crisis:

1. REAFFIRMS the Protocol against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms,

    Their Parts and Components and Ammunition;

2. ENCOURAGES the adoption of new international protocols on SA/LWs trade, guided by the       

    example of the Inter-American Convention Against the Illicit Manufacturing of and  

    Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials;

3. ESTABLISHES the United Nations Small Arms Fund (UNSAF) with the purpose of granting 

    financial and technical assistance to nations currently incapable of cracking down on the illicit 

    manufacture of SA/LWs within their borders, establishing databases of gun registry 

    information, and/or properly monitoring imports and exports of SA/LWs;

4. URGES individual nations to create incentive programs for their citizens to surrender their 

    illegal weapons, including, but not limited to: 

a. “Gun-for-Food” programs
b. Employment, job placement, and career assistance
c. Vouchers for medical treatment at state hospitals
5. DECIDES to remain actively seized of the matter.
